as a key parent, through death, estrangement, or migration. Several participants discussed the impact of such
losses on their security and family collective. This may have impacted on their desire to instead |dent|(1;y with a
extra-familial peer group Iin place of the lost family security. The craving of love from both mothers and fathers

was discussed vwigly at times, aided by the use of emotivé song or rap(‘:fyrics.
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
